Treasurer's Report:

Wanda Straub distributed and reviewed the treasurer's report. Report accepted, filed for audit. There were 112 paid registrations for the convention. Marilyn Lee reported that Brenda Shibler kept the costs of printing the Convention Program down from $400 to $80--appreciation expressed. Wanda stated that any offerings for Triennial should be sent to her rather than taken directly to Triennial so that the offering record can go through Synod.

President's Report:


Reviewed updated mailing lists and incoming board information for any corrections.

Conference Reports:

CENTRAL: Barbara Slough reported that the Fall Retreat will be at St. Paul’s, Jenera, on Saturday, September 24, 2005, (new date) from 9 a.m. to 1 :30 p.m. Pastor Marc Miller, Assistant to the Bishop, will be portraying Martin Luther with the theme, "Martin Luther reflects on Lutherans", based on Romans 3:21-26. A Communion Service will be held in the afternoon. Offering will be divided with half to the Synodical and half to Central Conference. In-kind offering of staple grocery items will go to L.S.S. A special offering will go to Campus Ministries. At the Spring Assembly $240 was collected for the Tsunami Relief with the Board matching this for a total of$480 send for the relief fund.

EASTERN: No report
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MAUMEE VALLEY: Sue McKibben reported that the Fall Retreat will be at St. Peter's in Ridgeville on Saturday, October 8, 2005. At the Spring Assembly it was approved to continue the $10,000 missionary sponsorship of the John LaMond family in Hong Kong. The 2005-2006 list of conference officers was given.

NORTH CENTRAL: Jeanne Matthews reported that the Fall Retreat will be at Our Lady of the Pines, Fremont, on September 27-28, 2005.

SOUTH EASTERN: Marilyn Lee reported that the Fall Retreat will be at St. Paul in Upper Sandusky on Saturday, October 15, 2005. The 2006 President/Vice-president Meeting will be January 7, 2006, at St. Paul, Waldo. The Spring Assembly will be at St. John, Cardington. The new conference president will be Betty Ebbekotte from St. Paul, Sulphur Springs. Marilyn is pleased to represent our Synodical as a delegate to Triennial in San Antonio. The new L WR representative will need to find out the dates for the fall L WR pick up from Synod Office and then contact Waldo (Jim Ward, Ohiogro--(740) 726-2429) and put the information in the next Son Light issue.

SOUTH WESTERN: Jacquie Fritz reported that the 17th Spring Assembly met in Lima on April 9,2005, at St. Luke Lutheran Church. "The Rowdy Women of Mark" was the program led by Pastor Eileen Worjen of Christ Evangelical Lutheran Church, at Avon Lake, Ohio. A concern expressed was how to reach new members for our WELCA.

The Fall Retreat will be at St. Peters in Delphos on October 29, 2005.

Jacquie also had questioned what to do when there is an overlap of being on the Board and also serving as a Conference president. She had contacted Sally Sedgwick of Church Wide who was most helpful. This was an unusual occurrence due to the earlier date of our convention so close to Spring Assemblies.

TOLEDO: The Fall Retreat will be Saturday, October 15,2005, at Williston Home of Mercy for a project day. The Board offered to send representatives to the Retreat for an update on Board activities and the Triennial. Alyce Walden will bring this to the Toledo Conferences next board meeting, July 28, 2005.

Red Hat Ministry Report:

  Jacquie Fritz reported that an interest continues in this ministry as she ran out of flyers at the Convention. The five members have committed to one more year. They have four requests to fill at this time. Use of the title of the Red Hat Ministry occurred about the same time as the social group was formed and its name does give an opening for explaining that ours is a ministry.

Son Light Report:

Cora Kettler reported that the next issue goes to press the week of June 20th. Send any articles as soon as possible. A picture of the new officers will be included. Comments on the effectiveness of the newsletter were made. It is our primary source of information to all the units. An updated list of the Board officers is always on the back page. UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

Analysis of Convention:

Corinne Hurni had sent a concise report of the evaluations to each of the board members which was most helpful. Denise Smith's, Church Wide Board representative, talk was most appreciated.

-The book contributed, Mama, Do You Love Me?, was shown to the Board. It was presented to the library of St. Mark's, Bowling Green.
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-Cora Kettler was thanked for taking the speakers to the airport.

- The caterer and servers worked well for the noon luncheon. When break out sessions occur prior to the meal, grace should be said before concluding the session as attendees arrived at the meal at different times.

- The majority of attenders appreciated the one day convention. Some said that if a one day Convention is done again, it would be good to have a place arranged for an overnight stay for the previous night. It was felt that a two day Convention could be held on the years when Triennial doesn't meet. Some questioned the costs of sending Church Wide representatives to a one day Convention although it was much appreciated.

-Pastor James Barkenquast, parliamentarian, declined an honorarium but mileage was sent.

Triennial:

Barbara Slough reported that 19 have been registered so far. She distributed the badges she had made for those attending.

-Delegates are to review the packets they have received. A meeting will be scheduled when they can meet together at Triennial. The place and time of meeting will be posted on the message board. Delegates will not be voting as a block but as representatives of their constituents. If an elected delegate is unable to attend, the next alternate will be notified.

- The President's gala will be celebrating women in the ministry. The cost seemed high but the publisher of Prevention magazine will be speaking which may account for the cost. The speaker chosen will reflect the next three year theme with an emphasis on health.

-Our treasurer, Wanda Straub, is on the ballot as a candidate for the Church Wide Executive Board. If elected, Wanda will resign from our Board and Judi Miller would start at that time. -Betty Ebbeskotte has offered to take pictures at Triennial for the Son Light.

-There will be a 4K walk-run-or roll event at Triennial. Wanda Straub collected pledges.

NEW BUSINESS:

The board expressed appreciation for Corinne Hurni's leadership this past two years. We had a rough start but she led us with enthusiasm and a boldly, positive attitude.
